ABORTION FOES CAPITALIZE ON HEALTH LAW
NOW USE NEW LAW TO EXPAND STATE LIMITS

WASHINGTON -- Abortion opponents fought passage of the
health care overhaul to the bitter end, and now that it's the law,
they're using it to limit coverage by private insurers. An obscure
part of the law allows states to restrict abortion coverage by
private plans operating in new insurance markets. "We don't
consider elective abortion to be health care,” said Mary Harned,
attorney for Americans United for Life, a national organization
that wrote a model law for the states. Since the legislation was
signed into law March 23, Arizona and Tennessee have enacted
laws restricting abortion coverage by health plans. In Florida,
Mississippi and Missouri, lawmakers have passed bans and
sent them to their governors. Three other states may act this
year -- Louisiana, Ohio and Oklahoma. Overall, there are 29
states where lawmakers or public policy groups expressed seri-

INDIANA BECOMES LATEST STATE TO FILE LAW-
SUIT AGAINST PRO-ABORTION HEALTH CARE

Indianapolis, IN (LifeNews.com) -- Indiana became the 14th
state to challenge the constitutionality of the federal health care
legislation. After reviewing the sweeping health care reforms,
Indiana Attorney General Greg Zoeller announced he would
join a lawsuit already filed jointly by 13 other attorneys general
in a Florida federal court. At the core of Zoeller's decision to
join the suit is the charge that Congress does not have the
power to force Americans to buy health insurance coverage or
require them to pay a fine if they fail to do so. "It's really critical
that we have these questions asked and answered," he said,
"so that the Supreme Court's final word as to whether the new
reach of the federal government in this statute meets constitu-
tional muster." Zoeller also argued the new reforms impede on
states' sovereignty by requiring them to set up health insurance
exchanges for its citizens to purchase coverage.

ous interest, Harned said. "You are going to see more actions
like this," said Tom McClusky, a lobbyist for the socially conser-
vative Family Research Council. "This is not something we are
just going to let fall by the wayside." Before the overhaul be-
came law, five states had limits on private insurance coverage
of abortion -- Idaho, Kentucky, Missouri, North Dakota and Okla-
homa. Abortion rights supporters are concerned that the list is
growing as a result of the new federal law. Tennessee already
has enacted a far stricter ban, with no exceptions. All eyes are
now on Florida, where Gov. Charlie Crist will decide soon
whether to sign a bill that restricts abortion coverage in that
state's insurance exchange. "Florida has always been pretty
much of a middle-of-the road state,” said Stephanie Kunkel,
executive director of Planned Parenthood's affiliates in the state.
"If Florida passes it, it could really open up more moderate
states to passing these bans."
